MEETING ADJOURNED FOR THE PUBLIC PARTICIAPTION SESSION
Public Participation Session
At Leek Town Council Meetings

Residents of Leek have an opportunity to speak at each full Town Council meeting. The following procedure for speaking at meetings should be followed:

1. The public participation session will be held after the Town Council meeting.

2. The public participation session will last up to 15 minutes at which residents of Leek may ask the Council a question or make a statement.


3. Advance notice of the questions/statements must be given to the Clerk’s office (15, Stockwell Street) not later than 11.0am on the Wednesday before the meeting. This ensures that full answers will be given to the questions.

4. The statement/questions must relate to Leek and be within the responsibility of the Town Council.

5. At the Council meeting statements/questions will be taken in the order in which they have been received. You will be allowed up to 3 minutes and you can raise more than one issue within the overall limit of 3 minutes.

6. Matters relating to the conduct of any individual councillor or member of staff will not be allowed. Matters of this nature should be made in writing to Leek Town Council.

7. After each speaker, the Mayor (or his/her representative) will answer the question, or give notice that a written answer will be provided as soon as possible.
